During the months of May, June and July you may come across a swarm of
bees. It is the way honeybees make a new colony. Most beekeepers take
measures to prevent this happening, but sometimes feral and domestic colonies
decide to swarm.

The bees raise a new queen, and the old queen leaves the hive with about half
of the bees. This usually happens in the middle of a bright sunny day. The bees
fill themselves with honey and leave the hive, usually flying a short distance and
settling on a branch or tree. They are only trying to find a new home, and will
hardly ever sting. Scout bees find a new home and the colony usually relocates
within a few hours.

A swarm of bees is vulnerable, especially in our changeable climate, and only
about 20% of swarms survive. If you see a swarm, leave it alone, DO NOT spray
it, and if possible, please contact a local beekeeper as soon as possible.
